2003 Patents and Licensing Agreements

The mandate of the Research Partnership Center program is to foster new or improved products and services largely through the use of commercial space research. Indicators of success in these endeavors include patent and license activity, as well as commercial spinoffs. Patents represent potentially valuable, commercial knowledge derived from space-based research. Licensing agreements demonstrate a monetary value of a center's research in that outside entities are willing to pay for the center's space-based research. Spin-off firms are new companies formed to pursue commercial opportunities related to space-based research.

Items listed under “Patents Awarded” refer to actual patent citations granted in the subject fiscal year by the U.S. Patent Office.

Items listed under “Patents Filed” refer to patent applications that were filed with the U.S. Patent Office in the subject fiscal year.

Items listed under “Licensing Agreements” refer to legal contracts signed between an RPC and a partner in which the contract establishes the legal foundation for a revenue stream to the RPC from the partner that has resulted from the RPC's space-based research.
